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Introduction

This Minerals and Waste Development Scheme is for Cambridgeshire. The County includes the City of Cambridge which has an important regional role, and which is renowned as a centre of learning, research and high technology development. 

The area surrounding Cambridge is one of variation with stronger economic growth in the Cambridge sub-region; and a continuing agricultural tradition in the Fenlands.


Cambridgeshire County Council as a mineral planning authority faces many challenges over the next few years. The planned levels of growth will require substantial infrastructure provision, calling in different ways on the mineral reserves within the County. 

As waste planning authority the Council adopted in October 2003 the Cambridgeshire and Peterborough Waste Local Plan. This Plan tackles the challenge of promoting sustainable waste development and securing facilities that will enable the County to meet demanding national and international targets e.g. for recycling and diversion of waste from landfill sites. 

The County Council also receives and processes planning applications for minerals and waste development; and applications for its own development e.g. education, social services. 

Cambridgeshire County Council works closely with all surrounding authorities, and has produced joint Plans with Peterborough City Council covering Cambridgeshire and Peterborough (which was formerly part of Cambridgeshire). Joint working will continue in the future, and this document sets out proposals for continued progression on the preparation of a new joint Minerals and Waste Plan. 

1.0
Background 
1.1
The Government’s Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act (2004) sets out a new planning policy framework, which replaces the old system of Structure and Local Plans. One provision of this new system is the requirement for this Council to prepare and maintain a Minerals and Waste Development Scheme (MWDS).

1.2
The MWDS is a public statement of this Authorities project programme for the next three years. It sets out a programme for preparing, monitoring and reviewing all local development documents that are contained within the MWDS.

1.3
This is the fourth MWDS to be prepared under the new legislation. It will also address those existing documents that will be affected by the transitional arrangements that will be put in place to guide the move from the existing to the new plan preparation system.

1.4
This MWDS has been submitted to and approved by the Government Office for the East of England.

1.5
The MWDS is available on the Council’s web sites at www.cambridgeshire.gov.uk , or can be viewed in normal working hours and / or purchased from Cambridgeshire County Council, Shire Hall, Castle Hill, Cambridge CB3 0AP at a price of £5.00. 

1.6
With regard to the production of district wide plans that address issues such as provision for housing and employment development, these are prepared by the five district councils in Cambridgeshire. Each district authority will prepare their own Local Development Scheme, which like this one sets a programme for plan preparation.  

2.0
The New ‘Development Plan’

2.1
The Development Plan for each area will now consist of a Regional Spatial Strategy (RSS) prepared by Regional Planning Body, and the Local Development Framework (LDF).

2.2
The LDF will comprise a portfolio of Local Development Documents (LDD’s), prepared by District and County Councils, which together will provide the framework for delivering the spatial planning strategy for the area.

2.3 LDD’s comprise the following:

i. Development Plan Documents (DPDs): these are prepared by the relevant plan making authority i.e. this Council has responsibility for preparing minerals and waste DPD’s. These are spatial planning documents and are subject to an independent hearing by a Planning Inspector appointed by the Secretary of State

ii.
Supplementary Planning Documents (SPDs): these can cover a wide range of issues on which the planning authority wishes to provide guidance to supplement the policies and proposals in the DPD’s. They will not form part of the Development Plan or be subject to an independent hearing, but their programme of preparation must be set out within a Scheme such as this
iii.
Statement of Community Involvement (SCI): this sets out the standards which the local planning authority intend to achieve in relation to involving the community in the preparation, alteration and continual review of all LDD’s, and in significant development control decisions. It is required to specify how these standards will be achieved. It will also be subject to independent hearing

2.4
Where LDD’s are subject to hearing a report will be produced by the Planning Inspector, having heard and considered objections and the overall ‘soundness’ of the document. The Inspectors decisions will be binding on the Council(s).  

3.0
Cambridgeshire Minerals and Waste Development Scheme 
3.1 This Scheme sets out the following information:

· Transitional Arrangements for existing Local Plans 

· A summary of the emerging Cambridgeshire Minerals and Waste Development Framework 

· A project programme for each LDD that will be prepared, including an individual timetable

· A composite timetable for the all work to be undertaken  

3.2 For each LDD this Scheme will specify:

· The subject matter and geographical area of the LDD

· Whether the LDD is a Development Plan Document or Supplementary Planning Document

· If the LDD will be prepared jointly with one or more other Councils

· Timetable, covering key stages

· Arrangements for production

· Time period to be covered and timetable for preparation and review

Priorities for Plan Preparation in Cambridgeshire

3.3 The County Council has a number of priorities for policy preparation in the coming 3 years. These are set out in Table 1.

Joint Working

3.4
Cambridgeshire County Council and Peterborough City Council are committed to joint working and are jointly preparing a Minerals and Waste Plan. There is a joint Member Working Group, and Officers from both Councils work closely together, and oversee consultancy work as required. Each Authority reports to its own Members at key stages. The emphasis is on producing a sound Plan through good project management, and progress is closely monitored through regular project meetings.

A new Plan is required to address all minerals in Cambs (not just aggregates); and to ensure that the MPG 6 sub-regional apportionment for provision of sand and gravel can be met, and the growth agenda within the County supported by an adequate supply of construction materials. 4.0
The 2009 Revisions to the Minerals and Waste Development Scheme

i. Cambridgeshire and Peterborough Minerals and Waste Plan

4.1
The new Minerals and Waste Development Plan covers Cambridgeshire and Peterborough and is being prepared jointly by Cambridgeshire County Council and Peterborough City Council. A programme for the preparation of the remaining stages of this Plan is set out in Section 6. 

4.2
The Plan currently comprises of a Core Strategy (including development control policies), Site Specific Proposals, and the Earith / Mepal Area Action Plans, which are being developed in parallel. 

4.3
The last Minerals and Waste Development Scheme was published in March 2007. Since that time work has been taking place which has progressed the Cambridgeshire and Peterborough Minerals and Waste Plan. 

4.4
After consultation on the Minerals and Waste Plan Preferred Options 1 (November / December 2006), it was concluded that additional work was required prior to the preparation of a Preferred Options 2 Plan. This included:

· the need to demonstrate that the proposed relocation of the Waste Water Treatment Works from Milton to Honey Hill, Fen Ditton is deliverable. This is in terms of technical / financial feasibility, and commitment from the all the partners involved in delivery of redevelopment of the Northern Fringe

· the need to undertake a strategic feasibility study for the Earith / Mepal Area Action Plan area, identifying in broad terms the quantity of sand and gravel that will be extracted, phasing of extraction, and proposed after uses of the extraction site

· the need to undertake further work on the impact of proposals on international wildlife sites (known as Habitat Regulations Assessment) 

· assessment of additional sites that have been suggested e.g. as alternative locations for Household Waste Recycling Centres (HWRC), Waste Water Treatment Works, or sites for future mineral extraction

· further work relating to Strategic Flood Risk Assessment of proposals.

4.5
In addition, the Government amended its planning policy guidance to require Core Strategies to have a horizon of 15 years from the date of adoption. This is because they are intended to endure and give a degree of certainty to communities and investors, and guide where long term investment in infrastructure is required. It is also considered that taking the long term view will mean that there is more flexibility and less frequent updating will be required.

4.6
The Plan period for the Minerals and Waste Plan has therefore been amended from 2003 – 2021, to 2006 - 2026. This needs to be reflected in this Scheme.

4.7
This work above was undertaken, and the Preferred Options 2 consultation took place between 8 September and 20 October 2008. During this consultation the GO provided advice on the format of the Plan.

4.8
GO advised that the Council needs to clarify the format and relationship of the three documents which make up the Plan, and to consider if any strategic allocations should be placed in the primary document, the Core Strategy, rather than deferred to site specific documents. This could provide a more streamlined procedure. The most strategic proposals in the Plan are those for the Earith / Mepal area where long term proposals for sand and gravel extraction and waste management are being put forward in tandem with sustainable flood management and significant habitat creation associated with the Ouse Washes.

4.9
It has therefore been concluded that the proposals for the Earith Mepal area, as a strategic allocation, should be moved from the Area Action Plan into the Core Strategy. As a result there will no longer be a need to make provision for the Earith Mepal Area Action Plan in the Cambridgeshire Minerals and Waste Development Scheme. Detailed proposals for the area will be taken forward through the Block Fen / Langwood Fen Master Plan. This also needs to be reflected in this Scheme.      


ii. Supplementary Planning Documents

4.10
With regard to the additional work relating to the Earith / Mepal area it has been concluded that this would be best addressed through the preparation of a Block Fen / Langwood Fen Master Plan. This has been taken forward, but in order for the Master Plan to be in place as soon as is possible, it needs to be prepared as a formal supplementary planning document. This needs to be reflected in this Minerals and Waste Development Scheme.

4.11
Also, new waste development is already coming forward and being guided towards achieving a high standard of design by the adopted supplementary planning guidance ‘The Location and Design of Major Waste Management Facilities’. However, when the new Minerals and Waste Plan is adopted the saved Waste Local Plan and SPD linked to it falls away. In order to avoid having a policy vacuum the Council is proposing to begin a review of the SPD, so it can be updated and linked as soon as possible to the new Plan. 

4.12
Similarly, it is also proposed that the Recycling in Cambridgeshire and Peterborough (RECAP) Waste Design Guide be taken forward as a formal Supplementary Planning Document. Provision for the preparation of these 3 new SPD’s needs to be incorporated into this Development Scheme.
iii. Resources

4.13
In the County Council the lead group undertaking the preparation of the minerals and waste LDF would be the Development Control Group. The Group comprises 15 posts (including the Team Leader). There is a Principal Planning Officer who works 4 days per week (80% Policy), and 4 Development Control Officers (20% Policy). The other posts both senior and junior also provide support for policy work. 

4.14
In addition to internal resources outside consultants have been appointed to help in the preparation of minerals and waste LDD’s, especially in respect to preparing the evidence base of the DPDs i.e. waste scenarios / forecasts; and in undertaking Sustainability Appraisals (incorporating the provisions of the Strategic Environmental Assessment Directive) and Habitats Regulations Assessments (HRA).  Arrangements have been put in place to ensure the necessary finances are available to support this work and to produce a sound and robust basis for the Plan. The current evidence base is set out in Table 2.

4.15
Where joint working is taking place between the County Council and Peterborough City Council additional staff and financial resources will also be available, details for each project are provided in Section 7.

iv. Risks

4.16
The main risks that are proposed in respect to meeting the proposals of the MWDS are as follows:

· Staff Turnover – recruitment will be undertaken as quickly as possible, and where appropriate consideration will be given to the use of additional in-house or external assistance (e.g. secondments or agency staff / consultants)

· Outside Agencies – the timetable may be influenced by the capacity of outside agencies such as the Planning Inspectorate (PINS), the Government Office and key stakeholders. However regular liaison, (and where appropriate advance agreements for the provision of a service) will reduce the risk of this causing delays

· Slippage in the timetable – the possibility of this should be minimised by the prior agreement of timetables, which are considered to be realistic in terms of time and available resources, with the Government Office

· Legal Challenge / Soundness – the risk of this will be minimised by taking all the required steps to ensure that work is ‘sound’ and sustainable; this will include working closely with the Government Office and PINS at key stages in Plan preparation

· Slippage of the Regional Spatial Strategy (RSS) may result in subsequent slippage of the Minerals and Waste Development Plan (Core Strategy). The RSS informs the development of minerals and waste policy from the regional level, and Minerals and Waste Development Plan must be in general conformity to the RSS

· New legislation and policy e.g. Habitats Regulations, Planning Policy Statements, Revision of the National Waste Strategy, requiring consideration and additional work to be undertaken

· The possibility that abortive work may be undertaken on DPDs should the Core Strategy be found to be unsound following examination by the Planning Inspectorate.
5.0
Review and Monitoring 

5.1
The County Council is required to produce an Annual Monitoring Report to assess the effectiveness of its LDD’s. The report includes an assessment of:

· Progress towards meeting the targets or milestones in local development documents, or, where they are or not on track why

· The impact the policies are having on national, regional and local targets and any other targets identified in the LDD’s

· Whether the policies need adjusting or replacing because they are not working as it was intended or are not achieving sustainable development objectives

· If policies or proposals do need changing, suggested actions to achieve this

5.2
The Annual Monitoring Report is publicly available and is submitted to the Government Office for information.

5.3
Whenever a revision to the MWDS is required, as a result of annual monitoring or other factors, the County Council will put this into effect and make the revised MWDS available for inspection and re-publish it. A copy will also be provided to all District Councils within Cambridgeshire.

6.0 
Transitional Arrangements for Existing Local Plans

6.1
Eventually the new Development Plan system outlined in Section 2 will replace the planning policy system of Structure and Local Plans. However, until this is achieved parts of the existing system will remain of relevance. In Cambridgeshire this relates to the Cambridgeshire and Peterborough Structure Plan and the District and County Local Plans that have been prepared.

6.2
In September 2007 the Secretary of State issued a direction for each of the County Council’s Plans (under the Planning & Compulsory Purchase Act), outlining which policies would continue to be ‘saved’.  

The Cambridgeshire and Peterborough Structure Plan 2003

6.3
This Plan was prepared jointly by Cambridgeshire County Council and Peterborough City Council. It was adopted on 22 October 2003, and sets out strategic planning policies and proposals for economic growth and development in the Plan area to 2016. The saved policies are listed in Appendix 1


The Cambridgeshire and Peterborough Waste Local Plan

6.4
The Cambridgeshire and Peterborough Waste Local Plan was prepared jointly by Cambridgeshire County Council and Peterborough City Council. It was adopted on 22 October 2003.

6.5
The Local Plan covers the period from 1998 to 2011 inclusive, and provides a comprehensive sustainable strategy and policy framework for waste management in the Plan area up to 2011. It sets out preferred sites for major waste management facilities (landfill and non-landfill); and contains policies to guide future development control decisions.

6.6
Following the Local Plan Inquiry in 2002 the Inspector concluded:

‘The provision in the Plan for waste management, including landfill, is soundly based. A range of major non-landfill facilities, sufficient to achieve appropriate targets for recycling and composting, could be provided on the strategic sites identified’.

6.7
The saved policies of the adopted Waste Local Plan are set out in Appendix 2.

Cambridgeshire Aggregates (Minerals) Local Plan

6.8
The Cambridgeshire (Aggregates) Minerals Local Plan was prepared for the ‘old’ County of Cambridgeshire i.e. before Peterborough became a Unitary Authority. It therefore covers both Peterborough and Cambridgeshire. 

6.9
The Plan addresses the supply of aggregate materials only i.e. sand and gravel and limestone. 

6.10
The Plan was adopted in 1991, and covers the period up to 2001. However, due to the requirement at the time of this Plan's preparation to have a ten year landbank of sand and gravel throughout the plan period, and at the end of the Plan period, in practice this Plan made provision for sand and gravel up to 2011. It also sets out the Councils only detailed development control policies by which to guide mineral development.

6.11
The saved policies of the Cambridgeshire Aggregates (minerals) Local Plan are set out in Appendix 3.


Supplementary Planning Guidance

6.12
Supplementary planning guidance prepared under the ‘old’ planning system includes The Cambridgeshire Landscape Guidelines. This Guidance is linked to ‘saved’ policies in the Cambridgeshire and Peterborough Structure Plan.

6.13
Under the new planning system Supplementary Planning Guidance will be replaced by Supplementary Planning Documents, which will have a formal process of preparation, including consultation. 

6.14
The County Council can only adopt SPD relating to minerals and waste, but may work collaboratively with the Cambridgeshire District Councils and Peterborough City Council on preparing SPD that they can adopt. 

6.15
The County Council has already worked collaboratively with Peterborough City Council to produce and adopt a Supplementary Planning Document on ‘Location and Design of Major Waste Management Facilities’ this was adopted in April 2006.

7.0
Local Development Documents and Supplementary Planning Documents – Projects & Programmes 
7.1
This Section sets out in detail the project programme for the preparation of the County Councils Local Development Documents. A summary of how these documents relate to one another is set out in Figure 1.

7.2
Development Plan Documents comprise a number of different elements, which may be prepared / reviewed simultaneously or separately. These are:

· Core Strategy – which sets out a vision and strategic objectives for the area, along with a spatial strategy and a number of core policies against which proposals for development will be determined
· Site Specific Allocations – where land is allocated for specific purposes   

· Area Action Plans – which provide a framework for areas where significant change or conservation is needed
· Proposals Map – illustrating on an Ordnance survey base map the policies and proposals in the Plan
7.3
DPD’s and SPD’s have a number of key stages to go through, and the composite timetable set out in Figure 2 outlines these stages for each document.

7.4
The individual documents that form the Minerals and Waste Plan and Statement of Community Involvement will be subject to a hearing, where an Inspector will consider the soundness of the proposals. The precise timings of the hearings will be dependant on the Planning Inspectorate, although indicative timings are given in this Section.

7.5
In drawing up policy regard will be had to the Community Strategy for the plan area. Wherever appropriate the minerals and waste framework will reflect those aspects of the Community Strategy that have a land use perspective.
