It is also advisable to
confirm that we have the particular records
you seek and whether there are any
restrictions on access.

On arrival

Please call in at main reception just inside
the main entrance to Shire Hall. The
archives is just across the corridor on

the ground floor. Bags, including hand
bags, are not permitted in the searchroom
and should be placed in the lockers
provided.

You will need a CARN (County Archive
Research Network) ticket which we can
issue free of charge on production of proof
of name and home address such as a
driver’s licence or utilities bill.

Disabled access

There are steps to the main entrance of
Shire Hall but ramped access is available
through the Octagon entrance. Wheelchair
users may wish to contact us in advance so
we can arrange parking and other
assistance.
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Cambridgeshire Archives is situated within
Shire Hall, one mile north of the city centre and
two miles from the railway station.

Public transport

From the bus station take bus 1A, 5, Citi 6 or
15 to Castle Street. From the railway

station take bus Citi 1 to Bridge Street and
either walk from there or take bus Citi 6.

Parking

There is no dedicated free parking for visitors
on the Shire Hall site but there is a pay and
display car park within easy walking distance.
The nearest Park and Ride sites are at
Madingley Road and Newmarket Road. Ask for
the Bridge Street stop.

Records of the former county of
Huntingdonshire are held at
Huntingdon Library and Archives in

Huntingdon .

Our records include archives of local
government, churches, schools, trade and
agriculture, charities, families, manors and
estates, local historians, courts and
hospitals and many other bodies and
individuals.

They can range from parchment to paper,
maps to microfilm, and photographs to
CDs.

Archives for all

Our searchroom is open to all, free of
charge. We welcome thousands of visitors
to our office every year; family historians,
students, academics, the media, house
historians and above all, people
researching Cambridgeshire, its people
and its history for their own personal
pleasure and interest.

Caring for our records

Records are deposited by a range of
owners and official bodies and we have
responsibilities to them as well as to
posterity. Most documents are irreplaceable
So care must be taken to avoid damage.

Food and drink must not be consumed in
the searchroom and we advise visitors to
come prepared with pencils for note-taking
as pens are not allowed.
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Services we offer

If you are unable to visit Cambridgeshire
Archives yourself or would like expert help
with your research, ask for details of our
Historical Research Service.

We provide a photocopying service although
we are unable to copy records which may be
susceptible to damage.

We can supply digital photographs or, if you
prefer to use your own camera, simply apply
for a photo permit.

Our FenPast Scanning Bureau specialises in
providing high quality scans and photographs.

We have two computers available to the
public for viewing websites and CDROMs of
genealogical and historical interest.
