non-current electoral registration (mainly 20th century)

social and population history  in Huntingdonshire - better for 19th century than
for any other period though

almost everything we’ve got really, but in particular records of local government,
taxation, agriculture, land use, property ownership etc

local government history  in Huntingdonshire and the Soke of Peterborough,
especially the 1888 to 1965 period

Hunts County Council; Soke of Peterborough County Council; HPCC;
Huntingdon, Godmanchester and St Ives boroughs; St Neots and Ramsey town
councils; many UDCs, RDCs, parish councils; Quarter Sessions records

historical land ownership (a bit hit and miss though)
inclosure maps and awards; tithe maps and apportionments; estate maps; land
values duty maps 1910; church and manorial terriers; some title deeds



local wills proved from the 1400s up to 1858
wills proved in the Archdeaconry Court of Huntingdon and in the Peculiar Courts
of Stow Longa, Spaldwick, Brampton and Buckden

historical rights of way
inclosure maps; LVD maps; local government records re roads, footpaths etc;
some turnpike and Highway Board papers

property history , including houses, fields, schools, pubs etc
old photographs, some deeds, maps, DE listed buildings information, census
records, directories, specialist records for schools, pubs etc

records of large estates

Dukes of Manchester of Kimbolton Castle; Earls of Sandwich of Hinchingbrooke
House; Lords de Ramsey; Bush Collection of Cromwell family papers; and many
others

manorial history from the middle ages onwards
substantial records of about 40 Hunts manors, court rolls, terriers, custumals,
plans etc: including St Ives manor, 1556 onwards

ecclesiastical history from the 16th century onwards:
mainly Church of England parishes and the Archdeaconry of Huntingdon, and
nonconformist chapels for the 19th and 20th centuries

crime and the law in Huntingdonshire from the 1780s to the mid-20th century
records of Hunts Constabulary 19th to 20th centuries, Huntingdon County Gaol,
Quarter Sessions courts, petty sessions, magistrates courts etc

poverty in Huntingdonshire: some individual villages from the 18th century, most
places from 1834 to about to about 1900

old poor law (pre-1834) records of parochial overseers, including settlement
examinations, removal orders etc; new poor law (after 1834) many records of
Huntingdon and St lves workhouses, some records of St Neots workhouse



medicine and public health  19th and 20th centuries

records of Huntingdonshire Medical and Surgical Society 18th century, records of
Huntingdon area hospitals 19th-20th centuries, Medial Officer of Health reports
20th century

vehicle licensing in Huntingdonshire and the Soke of Peterborough, from about
1905 to 1974

history of pubs and beerhouses , including licensing registers, photographs
school records from the late 19th century onwards

log books, admission registers, attendance registers, plans and photographs,
managers’ minutes

evacuation of children  during World War 2 (patchy)

school log books and admission registers; Hunts County Council committees;

Hinchingbrooke collection

history of the weather, late 19th century onwards (very patchy though)
school log books, some estate records

history of some village festivals late 19th century onwards
school log books again

history of furniture, personal possessions  etc (very hit and miss though,
depends on the survival of suitable inventories 17th to 19th centuries)

changing land use patterns in Huntingdonshire, early to mid 20th century
Ordnance Survey maps, aerial photographs

status of roads (20th century, mainly)
Hunts County Council Roads and Bridges Committee minutes and maps

history of some businesses, charities, voluntary societies and so on
