CONDITIONS

1. Banners will only be permitted for the purpose of advertising charitable, community or special Annual events that are in essence community events involving the majority of businesses in the town concerned e.g. Special Christmas events, Carnivals etc.

2. Applicants should consult with the Planning Department to determine whether planning consent is required to display the banner (proof will be required).

3. Banners will only be permitted in the Parish or Town where the event is being held and over a road subject to a 40mph speed restriction or less.

4. The applicants are responsible for obtaining the necessary consent from the owner or occupier of the premises to which the banner is to be attached.

5. The banner shall be kept in good repair and condition so not to be a nuisance or annoyance to owners or occupiers of neighbouring property or to persons using the highway.

6. If at any time the County Council considers that the removal or alteration of the banners necessary in connection with carrying out works to the highway or for the safety or protection of persons or vehicles using the highway the applicants shall at their own expense remove or alter the banner in such a manner and within such a period as the County Council may reasonably require.

7. The applicant should be the person authorised to represent the organisation which will indemnify and keep indemnified the County Council against all actions, proceedings, costs, claims, liability and expenses whatsoever which may arise at whatever time in connection with or incidental to the erection, maintenance of use of the banner and for this purpose shall maintain full public liability insurance cover of £5 million in respect of third parties and produce evidence of such cover on demand.

8. Contact details must be given for responsible person(s) who must be available 24 hours a day whilst the banner is in place to deal with any problems or emergencies.

9. The banner must be supported outside the limits of the highway, be securely supported and have two fixing points on each side and must not be attached to street furniture including street lights, signs, over bridges or railings.

10. The clearance between the carriageway and the underside of the banner shall not be less than 6 metres.

11. The banner shall not be erected more than 14 days before the occasion in question and taken down immediately afterwards and in any case within 48 hours.

12. The organisation/person responsible for the erection of the banner shall indemnify the County Council against all claims and proceedings whatever, which may arise due to the presence of the banner.

13. The erection and removal of the banner shall only be carried out on the day and at the times as agreed with the Local Area Maintenance Manager.

14. If you do not agree with the above Conditions, or if your consent is refused you have a right of appeal to the Magistrates.

15. Approval will always be in writing in the form of a licence – No verbal approval will be given.
